Red Stag

The red deer (Cervus elaphus) is one
of the largest deer species and inhabits
most of Europe.

In New Zealand, red deer were introduced along with other
deer and game species; where many of those 220 deer
introduced originated from Scotland. New Zealand red deer
produce very large antlers and are regarded by hunters as
some of the best in the world.

Fallow Bucks

Fallow deer (Dama dama) are some of
the most attractive in the deer family and
were among the first species successfully
introduced to New Zealand in 1861.

Although several liberations were made, fallow deer remain
restricted to areas where they were released. Leithen Valley
supports a prolific private herd of trophy class fallow deer
near the South Island’s original liberation point.
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Tahr

The Himalayan Tahr (Hemitragus
jemlahicus) is a relative to the wild
goat and native to the Himalayas.

Tahr were introduced to New Zealand in 1904 for sport
and have since expanded rapidly in the higher elevations
of the Southern Alps.







CHAMOIS GALLERY

Chamois

Chamois (Rupicapra rupicapra) are a
species of antelope native to European
mountains, with exceptional eyesight
and the ability to run effortlessly in
rough terrain.

Introduced to New Zealand in 1907, chamois can now be
found throughout the South Island.

Wapiti (Cervus canadensis) are one
of the world’s largest species of deer.
In 1905, a successful liberation took place in the southwest

corner of the South Island where the North American
wapiti adapted readily to their new environment.

The Arapawa sheep (Ovis aries) is a breed
of feral sheep found on Arapawa Island
where they have been primarily isolated
since they were introduced in 1867.

Leithen Valley hosts a large population of the rare Arapawa.

Why? A common fault is shooting good animals too
young. At Leithen Valley, to avoid this we allow our
animals to fully mature. For example, if an animal is strong
at three years old, we know it will be truly exceptional at
six years or older. Management is key.

The lodge offers luxury accommodation with en-suite
bathrooms and Wi-Fi throughout. Guests can relax in
the hot tub while taking in breathtaking views of Leithen
Valley. Our cook uses only the freshest ingredients with
the majority of meals being sourced right off the property.

Dear Hunters

By now, you probably have some important questions about
planning your hunt, so we've anticipated a few that may help.

What type of physical shape do I need to be in
when I hunt in New Zealand?

The very best possible, considering your age and physical
limitations. This is not to say that you have to be in first-class,
top condition. Our guides are well-trained and considerate.
They will quickly determine your abilities in order to pace and
modify the hunt to suit you. All the same, if you can spare the
time, some extra activities like walking, biking or gym work
will pay off. This applies particularly when hunting Tahr and
Chamois on foot.

What is the procedure once I arrive in

New Zealand?

The procedure for all of our hunting is basically the same, only
the location will vary. You will fly into Auckland International
Airport where, if you are bringing your own rifle, you will obtain
your firearms license from the airport police in the customs hall
before clearing customs.

Please be sure to clean all hunting gear thoroughly before
leaving home. New Zealand has very strict border controls to
prevent the spread of international diseases.

Upon clearing customs, transfer to the Domestic Terminal by
riding the bus or taking a short 10-minute walk. Board your
flight down to Queenstown on the South Island. To ensure one
of the Leithen Valley team will be awaiting your arrival, please
book a flight that arrives in Queenstown mid-to-late morning,
or if you prefer, fly in a day earlier to shake off the jet lag and
acclimatize to the time difference. From Queenstown, we will
take you to our Leithen Valley Lodge, approximately a two-hour
car ride. Upon your arrival, you will meet the remaining Leithen
Valley team and be shown to your accommodation. Here you
will be able to prepare yourself and your gear for hunting later
that day.

‘What type of boots do I need?

In New Zealand, our ground can be undulating, rocky and wet
depending on which area you are hunting. Boots need to be
waterproof with good ankle support, plenty of grip and rubber
soles. We recommend Kenetrek boots. A pair of gaiters is great
in our damp grass, and streams to keep pants and boots dry.
Please make sure your boots are clean when entering

New Zealand, as our border controls are very strict on
muddy boots.

What is the weather like?

This depends on the area that you hunt. Generally the
temperatures are mild, but you should expect rain. Snow and wind
are more likely for our mountain hunts. Being a small island, we can
have four seasons in one day. You can check our local weather at:

What happens if | book the hunt, pay the deposit
and then I'm unable to make the hunt?

A deposit guarantees a client a hunt and guarantees the outfitter
that the client will come. We will transfer your deposit to another
year or another hunter that you have found to take your place;
otherwise your deposit is forfeited, see price list for more details.

Is it normal to tip my personal guide?

Yes, when your guide and camp staff go the extra mile and

deliver a successful and enjoyable hunting experience, it is worth
showing your appreciation. Guiding and camp work are seasonable
employment. We work hard to employ the best guides possible.
Tipping helps keep good guides and camp staff in the industry.

Do I need a travel visa and passport?

Yes - a passport and a visa.

You will need to apply for a NZeTA (New Zealand Electronic Travel
Authority and an IVL (International Visitors Levy) before you arrive
into New Zealand. It can take up to 72 hours to approve these
visas, and once approved, they are valid for multiple visits and last
for 2 years. Visit immigration.govt.nz/nzeta fill out the form and/

Do I need licences or tags?

You do not need licences or tags while hunting in New Zealand.

If you are bringing your own firearms you will need to apply for a
visitor firearms licence, pay the application fee of $25 NZD and
complete an online test. This can be done at: www.police.govt.nz
It is very important to get the firearm permit at least four
months prior to your hunt to avoid missing a connecting flight
at New Zealand’s port of entry (Auckland Airport).

RETURNING TO THE UNITED STATES WITH A FIREARM just as
importantly, is your USA Customs clearance of your firearm on
your return trip home.



It is essential that you obtain the US Customs form 4457 for
the firearm(s) you bring into New Zealand. This form must be
completed and signed/stamped by a US Customs Officer before
your departure from the United States. Not only the firearm
details — make, model, caliber and serial number, but also the
scope details - make, model and serial number.

Leithen Valley Hunts and NZ Taxidermy will arrange the
export permit for your trophies, but you will need to organise
a broker to get your trophies back into your country. Duck and
fishing licences are required, but this can be done online in
New Zealand.

Do I need rainwear?
Yes — Good quality Gortex rainwear is important, especially
mountain hunting.

Do I need to bring a sleeping bag and pad?

We supply sleeping bags for our client’s use at Tahr camp,
but feel free to bring your own sleeping bag if you choose.
Our other camps don’t require sleeping bags.

At what range should I be sighted in for?

Personally, we sight in 2” high at 100 yards. At Leithen Valley for
Red Stag hunting, the average shot is 100 to 250 yards. In the
mountains for Tahr and Chamois, you can expect to shoot up to
350 yards, sometimes longer depending on the hunter. Archery
hunters can expect shot distances from 20 to 50 yards.

‘What calibre do you recommend?

We recommend any calibre that you shoot well. The most
commonly used rifles for New Zealand hunting conditions are
between the .270 and .300 Win Mag. We have .270 Win Mag,
7mm, .243 kids model in camp that are available to rent.

Do I bring a pack?

We recommend you bring a backpack to carry binoculars,
cameras, drink bottles, etc. while you are out hunting. Some of
our Tahr and Chamois spike camps may require a larger pack,
but we will inform you of additional needs.

Gear List

New Zealand’s seasons are opposite to those in the
Northern Hemisphere, so clothing should be appropriate
for cool to cold conditions which may include rain or
snow. Layering clothes is perfect for our climate and
merino wool is ideal as a base layer. Here are a few
suggestions intended as a guideline but bring what you
feel you need. Laundry facilities are available at all our
hunting camps. Hair dryers are available in the rooms.
Try to limit your gear to one duffle bag if you can.

* Waterproof leather boots with good ankle support and
gripping soles are essential

Gaiters keep your lower legs dry in our long wet grass,
as well as protect you from any prickly plants
